The tenth chapter of Luke shows us some of the methods 

Jesus used to enlist people into His Kingdom. Perhaps we can 
us some of these methods today to reach the precious souls in 
Sengkang/Punggol.

He sent out persons two-by-two to do person-to-person 
visitation. He instructed these visitors to pray for her visitors to 
be sent forth so even more people in Sengkang/Punggol can be 
reached for Christ.

He warned these visitors that the work would be difficult and 
that some people wouldn’t listen. Notice that these people whom 
Jesus sent out two-by-two weren’t salaried employees. They Just 
Love Jesus, And we all love Jesus, don’t we! Come and Partner 
me to Reach out & Touch someone in Sengkang/Punggol.

Jesus commanded these people to go into the homes of their 
neighbours and friends and give their testimony. Beloved, people 
need the Lord in good and bad times. There are too many lonely 
people out in the streets of Sengkang/Punggol. This morning 
I was praying about lives in this present difficult conditions 
complicated by the lost of employments, loved ones and even 
departure of precious lives not by biological clock  but sudden 
deaths.

The least you can 
do is to be part of the tracting ministry, our outreach mission of 
Church of Sengkang.

Why Bother to Pray?
There is A Time For Everything
Living a Purposeful Life of Pray, 

Praise & Play!

IF  GOD is Sovereign, and things will be as they are going to 
be anyway, why bother to pray? There are several reasons. 

Last week’s Sunday Time, I have inserted a 5-reasons study 
note “Why Believers & Leaders Should Gather Together To 
Pray?” Please ask for a copy from the ushers if you haven’t got 
a copy. I urge you to join us in corporate prayer every Saturday 
from 2.30pm to  4.00pm.

We NEED To KNOW
GOD has told us to Pray. It is a commandment, and if we Love 
Him we obey His commands. Read Matthew 6: 5-18.

JESUS PRAYED
People sometimes say that the only reason for prayer is that we 
need to be changed. Certainly we do, but that is Not the only 
reason to pray. Jesus was NOT being made more holy by prayer. 
He was communing with His Father. He thanked God. In His 
Gethsemane prayer He was beseeching the Father to prevent 
what was about to take place. He was also laying down his own 
will. Read Matthew 26:36-46.

PRAY In the HOUSE of Prayer
The Pharisee and dishonest tax collector went into the temple 
to pray. Beloved, how much more you and I as followers of 
Christ - should gather together to pray for our country, ministry, 
family and our personal needs. As we pray, the Lord frequently 
shows us what we ourselves can do to co-operate with Him in 
bringing about the answer. Let us listen as we pray. Then let us 
go out and work for our Lord.

We LOSE OUT for Not Praying
Very possibly we often miss what God wants to show us 
because we don’t take time to pray silently and watch quietly. 
It is by doing these two things, along with our fellow brethren 
(come experience God In Prayer) that we can encounter He is 
our awesome God. In one voice, we can agreed that  “we have 
been guided by the Lord”. Read Genesis 24;27.

The Bible is full of examples of people doing what they 
could do and asking God to do what they couldn’t do. In other

words, the pattern given to us is both to work and pray. Nehemiah 
and the people of Israel worked hard to build the wall of Jerusalem 
but were strenuously opposed by Sanballet and Tobiah, who banded 
together with Arabs, Ammonites, and Ashdodites to attack. “So we 
prayed to our God,” wrote Nehemiah, “and posted a guard day and 
night against them”. Read Nehemiah 4:9.

Let me close with the words of Bill Hybels, Too Busy Not To 
Pray (Downers Grove, IL: Inter Varsity Press, 1988). Pastor Bill 
Hybels uses a little outline he borrowed from a pastor friend of his 
when he shared “God doesn’t seem to be answering your prayers”. 
He said there are 4 reasons: 

•	 If the request is wrong, God says: No

•	 If the timing is wrong, God says: Slow

•	 If you are wrong, God says: Grow

•	 But if the request is right, the timing is right, and you are 	
	 right, God says: Go! 

Beloved if your request is to Pray Together With the Brethren,  
God will definitely says : Go & Join the Saturday Prayer Meeting 
in Church of Sengkang. Amen.  For the coming months, Our Prayer 
Guide will be on the Sermon on the Mount. Let’s Pray Together for 
a radical change into a Christ-centered lifestyle. Make sure you get 
a copy of the Prayer Guide from your LG leader.
