Title of Message: Overcoming the Difficulties in 
                           Becoming A GOOD Christian
Scriptural Text: 1 Kings 21:1-20 - Naboth’s vineyard

Say to him, “This is what the LORD says:  Have you not 
murdered a man and seized his property?’

Background: 
Every Israelite has the right to keep his ancestral property. 
Naboth owned a vineyard near King Ahab’s house. Naboth 
refused Ahab’s offer to buy or swap for another vineyard (v2, 
v6). Queen Jezbel’s covetous heart set false charges, lying 
witnesses, deceptive letters to elders to slay Naboth (v10) 
God says, “That’s enough”. Time to put a halt to this madness. 
Prophet Elijah was sent to make known God’s intentions on 
Ahab & Jezebel. Lesson To Learn : God’s people must treat one 
another with righteousness, justice and lovingkindness. Read 
Galatians 6:7 & Colossians 3:25 states “Anyone who does 
wrong will be repaid for his wrong, and there is no favoritism”

- it’s the voice of the ACCUSER. Make a decision today that you 
will NOT allow the ACCUSING voice cloud God’s DESTINY in 
your life. STOP being a NICE Christian, BE A GOOD Christian. 
Amen!

ISAIAH Willingly Responded
To That Divine CALL - Here am I, SEND me

Scripture Reading: Isaiah 6:1-8
In our scripture reading we have an account of how God divinely 
called Isaiah to speak on behalf of HIM.
Today, God is still looking for a messenger to deliver His Message. 
God issued a general CALL and Isaiah took it Personally. We can 
learn 3 factors that make up a Divine CALL to lead 

1. OPPORTUNITY v1 - 
We see a specific place where we can make a Difference. This has 
to do with timing.  The eye of Isaiah’s soul was opened and God 
revealed Himself to him in a manner that met his deep spiritual 
need. The throne room of God is always OPEN to the Pure in 
heart - Matthew 5:8. Beloved, God’ll open the eye of your heart 
and give you the opportunity to answer His divine Call.

2. ABILITY v5 - 
We recognise that we have the God-Given Gifts to do something 
about the need. This has to do with competence. Many of us 
excuse ourselves of being ‘UNFIT for Ministry!” with thousand
